                                              MonsignorΩs Homily from last Sunday                                                   

In preparation for this weekend’s homily, the words of St. Paul’s letter to the Ephesians in today’s       

second reading: “Watch carefully how you live...because the days are evil,” struck my heart deeply     

because of the horror of this past week’s news reports regarding the abuse perpetrated upon the       

innocent by those we should be able to trust. It is with a heavy heart that I acknowledge that every      

detail was met with renewed anger and disgust.  

Shaken, we come before the Lord and offer the sacrifice of the Mass. Beneath His Cross, we stand with 

Our Lady and beg for mercy and healing. Let us carry in our hearts and prayers the victims of this        

horrendous sin and for those who have lost their faith because of it. Pray that our Church will make     

every effort to protect our children— and every person— so that this will never happen again; as well as 

to hold responsible those who have caused such pain. Pray for our Bishops, Priests and Seminarians, that 

we may be holy, pure and worthy of the trust and love of our people. 

Let us remember, especially now, that Jesus promised that the gates of hell would not prevail against His 

Church. We place our trust in His promise. May our St. Michael Prayer, which we offer at the end of all 

of our Masses, take on new significance as we strive to move forward in holiness and accountability. 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus gives us Himself as the Bread of Life, promising us a share in His life, not only 

here and now, but forever in Heaven. May we, your Priests, who are privileged to consecrate the        

Eucharist, imitate the gift we daily handle, so that we will truly be “other Christs” in every aspect of our 

lives. May the Eucharist we receive make all of us holy. 

May our Lady, through Her powerful intercession, crush the head of the serpent, so that this evil may be           

banished. May St. Joseph, our Patron, watch over and protect all of God’s children. And may God have 

mercy on us, for we have grievously sinned.
